Your Composition

Your piece has already been arranged in an AABBC form. Each of the letters indicates a different phrase. A=1st Phrase, B=2nd Phrase etc.  The AABBC shape helps you to see which phrases have been repeated in order to make up a complete cycle.

Each of these phrases consists of patterns, all related to one another, in three layers. It is easiest to imagine this using the image of a tree, with its branch, trunk and flowers, or leaves.

· The Saron, Demung and Slenthem play the Branch Patterns or Balungan (Main Melody).

· The Bonang and Peking play the Flower Patterns or embellishment layer which may include Gembyang and Imbal and Sekaran.
